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The 13 Feb 2012 Memorandum-2 that the greek parliament voted, is a deviation from the constitutional,

the European and the international legitimacy.

The lenders are the European Commission (EC), the International Monetary Fund (IMF), and the
European Central Bank (ECB), known as the troika.

We feel obliged to point out to the Parliament and the Greek population that the text, which is now the
“representation of people” is called to vote, violates fundamental provisions of the Constitution and
the European and international law for the following reasons:

1. This parliament was elected in October 2009 under completely different political conditions and the
people’s command to her, pursuantly with the Article 41 of the Constitution, was diametrically
opposite to what now provides the text version submitted; missing, therefore, the democratic

legitimacy of voting it.

2. The content of the text, the Parliament is called to vote is the product of an economic and political
blackmail by the representatives of the lenders, in violation of the international law (Article 52 of the

International Convention Vienna 1969).

3. The text submitted for approval is nor Constitutionally a Bill, since it doesn’t contain legislative
provisions content, neither a ratifying bill of an International Convention since does not contain the
signed text of the International Convention. It is instead a program text, which attempts to engage in
unacceptable ways the country's future for decades. Presented, therefore, as a binding text of law,
violates the representative principle and the exercise of the legislative process according to the

Constitution, (Article 26 Sigma).

4. The text that is attempted to be voted is in contravention of the Article 29 of the Constitution, to the
extent that is imposed a party discipline without internal voting and without the collective decision of

the party organs.

5. The requirement that the new loan agreements will apply from their signature without ratification by

the Parliament violates the Articles 28, § 2 and 36, § 2 of the Constitution and also the international law.

6. In addition, the constitutional and international law guarantees of respect and protection of the
national sovereignty are offended: (a) By repeating, as in the Loan Facility Agreement of 05/10/2010, the
clause of waiving the immunity of sovereignty, (b) with the extreme borrowing of the country and the
immediate denial of satisfaction of the basic needs of the Greek people and of the decent living
conditions of the Greek citizens, (c) with the accumulation of "burdensome" debt and (d) with the
application of the English law and not the international law governing the international conventions of
states. Therefore, the text, the Parliament is called to vote, violates the core of the constitutional
guarantees of the national sovereignty, the popular sovereignty and the democratic principle (Article 1

of the Constitution).

7. The measures, to be voted for in the text, that will be imposed on the Greek people, violate the
principles of equality of burdens, the social state law (Article 4 § 5 and 25 § 1 of the Constitution) and
the guarantees of the social rights of the Greeks (Articles 22 and 23 of the Constitution). Also violate
fundamental guarantees of the Treaty of Lisbon (the Charter of Fundamental Rights), and of the

international law, also violate guarantees of the international labor law.

The passage of the bill is therefore a deviation from the constitutional, the European and the

international legitimacy.
