But where do we draw our lines from ?
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But right before London open price moved back down to a

area that price had been consolidating at before . London 1.6100
open a large amount of demand showups and boom we geta

50 pip candle. This is now a demand level and the fashion in 1.6090
which it left makes us almost certian that at the very least the

first return to this level will also push price back up. But the 1.6080
important thing is how to know where to place our trading

is price just meandering in
between sessions which
can be hard to trade

levels. You can see the inset white box with the two candles 1.6070
when the candle that leaves the area in a strong fashion has

crossed the bodies of the previous candle is when demand 1.6060
overtook supply. So this is our upper line the stop is place

below the lowest wick in the grouping also known as a base. 1.6050
The first time returns to strong levels it may not even touch ’

this line as other players may see this level and place orders a

bit above it to keep from missing the trade. 1.6040

So this is the easiest levels to see and markup, but the
funny thing is that this is the same on any pair and any
time frame chart. We have only one thing to look for and
learn.
