User Inputs for LooserKissMe EAs

BiasIsShort and BiasIsLong should be self explanatory - whichever is marked true is the direction you will trade initially - one must always be false.

Bailout - default is false - if you change it to true the EA will stop immediately, but will not close the trades – must still do that manually.

Slippage - default is 3 - this is the number of pips, + or - away from the requested entry price that the EA will allow trades to be executed.

MiniSize - the maximum size of a mini account - should never be a need to change this.

StdSize - the max size of a standard account - should never be a need to change this.

MaxTrades - the maximum number of trades that can be open at any given time

InvisibleStopPips – default is 30 per Looser’s instructions – this is the Stop Loss which is not visible on the MT4 platform for the broker to see.

Numbered days, Sunday through Saturday - I have no clue - they have always been in MetaCoder's EAs, but are not used. Disregard them unless MetaCoder tells us differently.

UserTradingAllowed - default is true - just means that you can add manual trades in the account, if desired, but it is not advisable to do so.  If you do want to add manual trades you will have to change the MaxTrades setting accordingly.

StopAfterNoTrades - default false - if this is changed to true, the EA will stop after a normal closure of all trades for profit. It gives you a opportunity to stop trading without using the Bailout. Use it when you want to withdraw or add funds to your account, then change it back to false and trading will resume. As long as this is false the EA will start over, opening a new set of 6 trades, immediately after all trades have been closed.

UseSmallestLot - self explanatory - default is false - if changed to true the built in money management will not be active.

MaxMarginToUse - Default is 1.0 - this is the percentage of your account balance that you want to use for your initial trades - we have found 1.0 to usually be good when trading at 100:1 leverage and 0.2 has worked well at 500:1 leverage and other leverageas fall in between somewhere.

MinMiniEquity and MinStdEquity – defaults are 500 and 10,000 -  these are safety nets to insure that you do not lose your entire account - The EA will stop opening new trades when the minimum is reached - unless you are starting with a very large standard account, you need to change that one. 

Lots - default is 0.1 - the size lot to be used if not using the built in money management. 

ProfitPercent - default is 1.0 - this is the Take Profit expressed as a percent of LastFlatEquity - unless changed, the EA will close all trades and take profit when Equity is 1% above LastFlatEquity (equity when all trades were last closed).

MaxMiniProfit and MaxStdProfit - if these levels are reached the EA will close and take profit regardless of other closing criteria. I hope to see these come into play some day. [image: image1.png]




MagicNumber - With these EAs you never have to worry about changing magic numbers, because the EA is only attached to 1 chart and controls all the pairs without attaching to other charts. COOL However, all the traded pairs must be shown in the Market Watch window.

The 02 version is the same except for the trailing stop settings listed below.

ProfitPercent - default is 10.0 - same setting as above in 01, but here we set it very high to allow the trailing stop to work - if profit reaches 10% above LastFlatEquity all trades will be closed regardless of trailing stop.

InitProfitMultiple - default is 1.02 - this is a multiplier to LastFlatEquity that sets where the trail will begin.

ProfitMultipleTrail - default is 0.01 – a multiplier to last high equity that, when subtracted from last equity high, sets the trigger to close when price drops back to that level.
NOTE: The trailing stop function is not working properly.  I recommend not using the 02 version until MetaCoder revises the code for that function.

The 03 version introduces settings to control what hours the EA will trade.

OpenHour and CloseHour - defaults are 9 and 18 - these are self explanatory and are GMT times - the default is open at 09:00 and close at 18:00 GMT, 9 hours of trading.
